As well as that achievement the charity has managed to provide a 

haven for many other endangered species such as the turtle 

dove, barbastelle bats, purple emperor butterflies, 

nightingales etc., many of these from the edge of 

extinction. They continue their research into increasing 

bio-diversity from a land management point of view, 

which is internationally acclaimed.

Why do short-eared owls flock to East Sussex? 

Steyning For Trees has recently been planting trees at Broadbourne Farm 

provided by the South Downs National Park so we are delighted to see news of 

their success with their re-naturing project. They have managed to create a boom in 

voles by re-growing types of grasses on an SSSI at the Seven Sisters Country 

Park. This in turn has provided food for a resurgence of short-eared owls - what 

beautiful creatures they are. They migrate thousands of miles to Britain to 

escape the freezing cold winters of Russia and Scandinavia, and it certainly seems 

like they’ve made themselves at home.
